Yes, if you are the homeowner, reside there, and you will be
the one performing the work. You must sign the Owner Consent Form
and you must reside at the same property for one year after the work
is completed. Jobs costing less than $30,000 may be done by an
unlicensed contractor. Electrical, Plumbing, and Mechanical must be
done by a licensed individual if not done by the homeowner, who
resides at the property.
